I may face a bit of tough going in my research, but am
looking forward to the stimulus of my Nichibunken faculty
colleagues and visiting researchers from overseas and eager
to explore new research topics and methodologies. Recently
I have published articles about the work of Hagiwara
Sakutard and about the translation of Japanese waka into
Western languages and transposition of waka into art songs.
