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Nichibunken now has several dozen databases. These are
based on faculty research projects and on collections of
specific materials shared with the public in catalog form.
This large number of databases reflects the diverse ideas of
their individual authors of each database as well as advanced
search and representation technology used according to the
specific characteristics of the materials. In addition, the
accounting practice of requiring that projects be completed
within a single fiscal year and of adding a new database each
year with the acquisition of a new piece of equipment. It may
also be the upshot of our enthusiasm for the sales pitches
of the numerous vendors who gather to help us spend our
annual budget.

These databases are grounded in research and resource
collections of high caliber, but we now recognize that if we
leave things as they are, the result may be chaos; it is about
time to organize these endeavors more systematically. At
the Office for Virtual Resources, after about six months
of preparation, for about two years beginning in 2010, we
conducted a survey of each database, compiling information
on the background of its creation, the language used, and
materials forming its body, as well as concerning the image
(digital) data. In other words, about two weeks were allotted
for the survey of each database. Also, because of troubles in
retrieving the original data from the old database we began
to convert the metadata into a new format and pull it together
into one place for storage and protection.

In 2012 we began to design a new, unified system that
would accommodate most of these individual databases. The
design was almost entirely complete in 2013 and tested with
the importing of some of the databases. All the databases
must be transported to the new design in 2014 so that the
process is complete by the end of the fiscal year. Given the
fact that the systems used by many of the databases are
now quite dated and are now no longer produced, this task
is a matter of urgency. We need to take advantage of this
opportunity to transfer the data or face the possibility that
some of it might cease to be accessible.

The vendors tempt us with much song-and-dance about
“advanced systems” and “diverse functions.” We must be
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careful to understand what we are doing and make prudent
choices. Making Nichibunken’s resources truly open to the
public and designed to serve the research environment will
take time and steady effort.
